Introduction

This Consultation Statement has been prepared to fulfil the legal obligations of the

Neighbourhood Planning Regulations 2012 in respect of the Tetsworth Neighbourhood Development
Plan (NDP). The legal basis of this Statement is provided by Section 15(2) of Part 5 of the 2012
Neighbourhood Planning Regulations, which requires that a Consultation Statement should:

To satisfy these requirements, this Statement first describes the local engagement activities

undertaken from the inception of the Tetsworth NDP project until the formal Regulation 14 Pre-
submission consultation. It then documents in more detail the process undertaken for the
Regulation 14 consultation, the feedback received, and the action taken.
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2. Local Engagement and Consultation Activities

21 Launch of the Tetsworth NPProject. Following on from the successful publication of the
Tetsworth Community-Led Plan (CLP) at the end of 2014, and responding to planning issues arising in
the village during the following year, a number of volunteer residents involved in the earlier CLP
initiative agreed to engage with Tetsworth Parish Council with a view to launching a Tetsworth NDP
project.

2.2 Informative recruitment articles in the Tetsworth Newsletter at the end on 2015 and early
2016 resulted in sufficient residents forming a sustainable NDP Steering Group of 7 volunteers who
formulated initial plans for developing a Tetsworth NDP. The group subsequently rose to a
membership of 12 volunteers and currently stands at 9 members. The project launch proposals were
approved by the Parish Council on 11 April 2016 when it adopted the Steering Group as a sub-
committee of the Parish Council with at least one parish councillor as a member.

2.3 The Steering Group launched the Tetsworth NDP project with a presentation and
accompanying display at the Tetsworth Annual Parish Meeting held on 25 May 2016. In common
with all other local engagement and consultation events, residents were encouraged to get involved
with the Tetsworth NDP project and contribute their views on its development. The full launch
presentation is at Appendix 1.

2.4 Agreeing the Tetsworth Neighbourhood Arehitially, the Steering Group saw merit in
including land between the M40 and A40 highways beyond the Tetsworth parish boundary in the
Tetsworth Neighbourhood Area to achieve planning policy consistency in this east-west countryside
corridor. Great Haseley and Lewknor Parish Councils were consulted on the proposal, but both felt
that they would prefer to develop their own plans for areas within their parishes.

2.5 As a result, the Steering Group revised its proposal to match the Tetsworth Neighbourhood
Area solely to the land enclosed within the Tetsworth Parish Boundary. Following its statutory
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external consultation, South Oxfordshire District Council (SODC) issued its Neighbourhood Plan Area
Designation approval letter on 1 June 2017 as shown in Appendix 2.

2.6 Approximately 50% of adult residents completed the Questionnaire providing reassurance
that the findings presented a robust picture of the views of the community. One lucky resident won
£50 in the participation prize draw. The Results Analysis was displayed at the Tetsworth Craft and
Produce Show and posted on the Tetsworth Parish Council website.

2.7 The real benefit of the Questionnaire response was that it provided invaluable evidence of
what was important to Tetsworth residents and what they wished to see addressed in the Tetsworth
NDP. An early outcome was the initial formulation of the Vision and Objectives for Tetsworth’s
future to be reflected in the Tetsworth NDP. Although these were modified and added to over time,
they always remained faithful to the wishes of the community.

2.9 Engagement at Tetsworth Public EvenEsom the launch of the Tetsworth NDP project
through to the Regulation 14 formal consultation, the Steering Group has capitalised on village
events to promote the Tetsworth NDP project, demonstrate progress and invite feedback.
Comprehensive presentation displays were prepared for each summer’s Village Fete and each
spring’s Annual Parish Meeting as well as a Christmas Fayre. The Annual Parish Meetings were
attended by between 30 and 60 local residents while the village fete attracted far greater numbers
from the local community. The presentations and displays at each event stimulated informal
discussion with a stream of individual residents who provided helpful guidance and reassurance that
the Tetsworth NDP was properly reflecting their priorities and wishes. As an example, the
presentation prepared for the 2019 Annual Parish Meeting on 24 April is at Appendix 4.

CommunityEngagement Displays at Tetsworth Village Events

2.10 Tetsworth Newsletter Articles A series of occasional articles publicising the Tetsworth NDP
project and documenting progress were published in the Tetsworth Newsletter, a monthly magazine
distributed to all households in the village. Early articles concentrated on generating community
interest in the project, while later pieces floated proposals for Tetsworth NDP’s Vision and
Objectives and sought views on such issues as the definition of a settlement boundary and allocation
of sites for future housing development — neither of which survived consideration.

2.11 Internal and External LiaisotThe establishment of the Steering Group as a sub-committee
of Tetsworth Parish Council and with parish councillor representation cemented internal liaison
between the two bodies. The Steering Group provided a regular NDP update brief to every Parish
Council meeting and was available to respond to any questions from councillors or members of the
public in attendance. Minutes of these meetings are available on the Tetsworth Parish Council
website. The Steering Group had held more than 50 team meetings between the launch of the
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Tetsworth NDP project and the submission of the NDP document package to SODC for the remaining
stages of the development process.

2.12  External liaison with SODC’s Neighbourhood Planning officers was established from the
outset of the project and a supportive and helpful relationship was maintained by occasional
meetings to discuss general progress or seek advice on specific issues. Recognising the need for
professional help in assembling some of its Evidence Base and in the drafting of the Tetsworth NDP
document, the Steering Group secured funding from Locality as well as the SODC grant. This was
used to engage a landscape expert to conduct and report on a Key Views study, and a planning
consultant, familiar with other NDP projects in the SODC area, to help refine the in-house draft of
the Tetsworth NDP document. Informal liaison with a number of other local village groups preparing
their own NDPs also provided some useful mutual support and helpful ideas.

2.13  Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) Screemimgd on the emerging policies in the
draft Tetsworth NDP, SODC undertook the required consultation of external statutory bodies to
determine whether an SEA would be required. On 14 October 2019, it issued its statement that an
SEA was not required. A copy of the statement is at Appendix 5.
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3. Regulation 14 Consultation.

3.1 Pre-SubmissionConsultation PreparationThe Steering Group worked closely with
Tetsworth Parish Council to ensure that the Pre-submission version of the Tetsworth NDP and all of
the supporting Evidence Base reports would be available to all Tetsworth residents, others with an
interest in the Parish and external statutory bodies ahead of the planned Regulation 14 Consultation
launch on 21 October 2019. Hard copies of the document suite were placed in 5 publicly-accessible
locations in the village and digital versions were posted of the Tetsworth Parish Council website.

3.2 The NDP document suite was covered by a letter from Tetsworth Parish Council which
invited comment on the Pre-submission NDP, announced the consultation window from 21 October
to 2 December 2019, explained where the document package could be accessed, and set out how to
respond. A copy of this letter is at Appendix 6. A banner mounted in a prominent location in the
village also publicised the consultation.

33 The consultation announcement letter was distributed to all Tetsworth households as a hard
copy insert in the October 2019 issue of the Tetsworth Newsletter alongside engagement with local
village organisations and businesses. A dedicated email account,
tetsworthnpconsultation@gmail.com, was created to distribute the consultation announcement
letter to 37 statutory consultee organisations as advised by SODC. This email account was the
principal channel through which responses from organisations or individuals could be made.
Arrangements were also made for letter responses to be mailed to the Tetsworth Parish Clerk. The
list of statutory and local consultees contacted, together with the date and method of engagement,
is at Appendix 7.

3.4 Pre-Submission Consultation Feedbad the time the consultation closed, 7 of the
statutory consultee organisations had submitted meaningful responses and there were no adverse
comments from Tetsworth residents. Indeed, there were no formal responses from the local
population, but a few offered complimentary verbal feedback.

3.5 The Environment Agency, Historic England, Natural England, National Grid and the
Oxfordshire Clinical Commissioning Group each submitted suggestions generally advocating greater
prominence for their specialist interests without affecting the overall aims of the draft Tetsworth
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NDP. There was also a response from one Tetsworth village organisation and one from a Thame-
based planning consultancy business. A summary of the content, date received and subsequent
action taken by the Steering Group and Tetsworth Parish Council on all responses except that
provided by SODC is at Appendix 8.

3.6 Unsurprisingly, the most detailed responses came from SODC and Oxfordshire County
Council (OCC). SODC recommended a series of individual textual amendments which should ease the
Neighbourhood Plan’s passage through the remaining stages of the development process, while
OCC’s specialist officers offered some helpful advice as noted in Appendix 8. SODC'’s
recommendations and action taken are set out in the table at Appendix 9.

3.7 Since the closure of the consultation, the Neighbourhood Plan Steering Group has
considered all of the feedback and incorporated appropriate changes into the Tetsworth NDP
document and Evidence Base reports as noted in Appendices 8 and 9.

This letter confirms that on 01 June 2017, the Head of Planning at South Oxfordshire
District Council, approved changes to the boundary of the designated MNeighbourhood
Area of Tetsworth, which now relates solely to the Tetsworth Parish Area, as shown
on map 1 below.

The area as modified was designated for the purposes of preparing a Meighbourhood
Development Plan by Tetsworth Parish Council under section 61G(1) of the Town
and Country Planning Act 1980 as amended. It was decided not to designate the
area as a business area under section 61H(1) of the Act as it is not primarily or wholly
business in nature.

Your opportunity to shape where you live

Tetsworth needs a Neighbourhood Plan (NP) to formalise local policies on future development of our village.

It will cover issues such as housing, businesses, public services and facilities, and open spaces in and around
Tetsworth. It will help to ensure that development meets the needs of our small, rural community as well as
conforming to SODC's more strategic Local Pl an (LP).

SODC is currently preparing its LP which is expected to be adopted by the end of 2017. At its heart, it will set
out policies for the extent, location and distribution of future housing growth and other development in the
district out to 2033.

The strategic development of a new settlement of 3,500 dwellings around J7 of the M40 was one of 7 options

included in SODC’s Local Plan Refined Options consultation. It was not identified as the Preferred Option in the
next round of consultation, but final decisions on the location and distribution of future housing development

in South Oxfordshire have still to be made.
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The J7 option has the potential to grow to 6,500 or more dwellings and would require a construction phase
lasting many years. Known as Harrington by the development proposers, the J7 option may yet be chosen for
strategic development, or smaller scale development proposals for this location may come forward in the
future. The eastern boundary of the proposed Harrington site lies within Tetsworth parish less than quarter of
a mile from the village with land adjacent to the M40 earmarked for commercial or industrial development.

The strategic development of a new settlement of 3,500 dwellings around J7 of the M40 was one of 7 options
included in SODC’s Local Plan Refined Options consultation.

SUMMARY

Following consultation with the statutory bodies, South Oxfordshire District
Council (the "Council’) detemmines that Tetsworth Meighbourhood
Development Plan (Tetsworth NDP) does not require a Strategic
Environmental Assessment (SEA).

INTRODUCTION

1. An initial screening opinion was used to determine whether or not the
contents of the emerging Tetsworth Neighbourhood Development Plan
(Tetsworth MOP) requires a Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA) in
accordance with the European Directive 201 1/42/EC (the Directive) and
associated Environmental Assessment of Plans and Programmes
Regulations 2004 (the Regulations).

2. Any land use plan or programme ‘which sets the framework for future
development consent of projects’ must be screened according to a set of
criteria from Annex |l of the Directive and Schedule 1 of the Regulations.
These criteria include exceptions for plans ‘which determine the use of a
small area at local level' or which only propose ‘minor modifications to a
plan’, if it is determined that the plan is unlikely to have significant
environmental effects.

3. The initial screening opinion was subject to consultation with Historic
England, the Environment Agency and Matural England. The results of the
screening process are detailed in this Screening Statement.

THE SCREENING PROCESS

1. Using the criteria set out in Annex [l of the Directive and Schedule 1 of the
Regulations, a Screening Opinion determines whether a plan or
programme is likely to have significant environmental effects.

2. The extract from ‘A Practical Guide to the Strategic Environmental
Assessment Directive' in Appendix 1 provides a flow diagram to
demonstrate the SEA screening process.

3. Table 1 in Appendix 1 sets out the criteria from the Practical Guide, along
with an assessment of the Tetsworth NDP against each criterion to
ascertain whether a SEA is required.
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4. Also part of the screening process is the Habitats Regulations
Assessment Screening, which can be found in Appendix 2, The Habitat
Regulations Assessment (HRA) screening concluded that the Tetsworth
MDP is unlikely to have significant effects on Matura 2000 sites, either
alone or in combination with other plans or projects, therefore, an
Appropriate Assessment for the Tetsworth MDP is not required.

5. Appendix 3 considers whether the plan is likely to have likely significant
effects on the environment.

6. The assessments in Appendix 2 and Appendix 3 have fed into Table 1
and the SEA screening statement.

7. The council’s screening opinion concluded that the implementation of the
Tetsworth NDP would not result in likely significant effects on the
environment and therefore would not require an SEA.

To sustain Tetsworth as an inclusive, rural community where residents
want to live and with continuing attractiveness and a vibrant future.

1. To maintain Tetsworth's nucleated settliement character by
supporting a mix of high guality infill housing that reflects the
housing types and tenures required by the local community and is
in proportion with the size and rural character of the Parish.

2. To preserve the green spaces within and adjacent to the Tetsworth
village settlement and the key views into and from its built-up area.

3. To protect the rural landscape character and setting of Tetsworth
while supporting and enhancing local amenities and environmental
assets.

4. To identify and support service improvements and infrastructure
initiatives which could enhance the sustainability of Tetsworth.

8. The Tetsworth NDP will contain policies to maintain the character of the
village and surrounding countryside and specifies design criteria for new
buildings.

10.Puolicies in the Tetsworth NDP identify and seek to preserve and where
possible enhance key views, heritage assets and designates Local Green
Spaces. Retaining the character and appearance of the village is
particularly important.

11.Puolicies in the Tetsworth NDP will aim to support sustainable
development in the village through small scale infill development that will
not adversely impact on the rural nature of the village. The plan does not
define a formal settlement boundary however supporting text describes
what areas would be considered within the village and appropriate for infill
development.

12.0Overall, we note that the plan does not allocate any sites for development
and places great emphasis on conserving the character and appearance
of the area.

13.1t is therefore concluded that the implementation of the Tetsworth NDP
would not result in likely significant effects on the environment.

CONSULTATION RESPONSES

14.The Screening Opinion was sent to Natural England, the Environment
Agency and Historic England on 20th September 2019 for a four week
consultation period. The responses in full are in Appendix 4.

15.Natural England agree with the Initial Screening Opinion and consider that
the plan does not require an SEA or Appropriate Assessment.

16. Historic England agree with the council's view that the Tetsworth
Meighbourhood Plan would not lead to significant effects on the histaric

environment and therefore the Tetsworth Meighbourhood Plan does not
require a Strategic Environmental Assessment.
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17.The Oxfordshire County Council did not have any comments on the SEA
and HRA Screening Opinion.

CONCLUSION

18.As a result of the screening undertaken by the Council and the responses
from the statutory consultees, the following determination has been
reached.

19.The Tetsworth MDP is unlikely to have significant effects on Matura 2000
sites either alone or in combination with other plans or programs,
therefore, an Appropriate Assessment for the Tetsworth Meighbourhood
Development Plan is not reguired.

20.Based on the assessment presented in Appendices 1 & 3, the Tetsworth
MDP is unlikely to have a significant effect on the environment.

21.The Tetsworth NDP does not require a Strategic Environment
Assessment.

It is positive the plan mentions the parish want to preserve
green spaces, and confirmed the facilities present are a
village green, sports and social club and a pavilion of which
they want to preserve or enhance.

It is positive the parish have stated they will consult the
residents on projects and priorities for CIL spending, as
consultation for CIL spending would be supported.

However Leisure would like to see some reference to
walking, cycling and running routes, whether it be through
ensuring appropriate walking and cycling routes are
provided in new developments. New developments should
also follow Sport England& Active Design guide, so ideally
something mentioning this would be included.

Ideally somewhere in the Neighbourhood Plans there would
be a reference the South

Oxfordshire District Council Leisure Study and South
Oxfordshire Playing Pitch Strategy which state
recommended facilities and improvements. However there
are no specific comments PPS action plan that relate to
improvements for Tetsworth facilities, or in the addenddum
update, therefore there is nothing specific to update.
Therefore it is understandable the future provision is based
on consultation with residents rather than mentioned in
detail in the plan.
